SOUTHWESTERN CORNER TOWER OF UMREVINSKY OSTROG

Towers as an element of fortification works appeared in Siberia at the very end of the 16th century
when Siberia was being incorporated into Russia. Therefore, identification of the remaining parts
of towers during archeological excavations provides a possibility of interpreting a monument as
fortification works of the epoch of the early development of Siberia by the Russians. It is the discovery
of the south-western corner tower that enabled to remove any doubts concerning the exact location
of the Umrevinsky Ostrog. The remaining parts of the tower are represented by the continuous piled
footing and ground water-proof bedding. According to the archeological and written data, the tower
was constructed in 1730-1734 as a coin dated by 1730 was found on the footing, and, according to the
description of the Ostrog made by G. F. Miller in 1734, there were two towers in it. The south-western
corner of the Ostrog where that tower was located changed its functional destination several times, so
four construction periods were identified. Once the excavations works were completed, the tower was
reconstructed for the purpose of observing the dynamics of its structure deformation.

QUESTIONS TOPOGRAPHY TOBOLSK KREMLIN XVII CENTURY ACCORDING
TO ARCHAEOLOGICAL AND HISTORICAL MATERIALS

The article deals with the study of Tobolsk town planning in the 17th century. The amount of
information contained in written and cartographic sources, insufficient for the reconstruction of urban
planning. Great importance is the interdisciplinary approach, involving archaeological research materials.
Archaeological materials are massive and species diversity, reflect the socio-economic and cultural
essence of the city’s appearance over time, confirming its key role in the development of Russian
Siberia. In the scientific literature on the history of Tobolsk there are a number of reconstructions
Tobolsk Kremlin 17th century and manor house Archbishop Cyprian 1620s, based on written sources.
Archaeological materials will help to correct and complete the reconstruction of the existing planning
structure and dynamics of the construction of Tobolsk.
